In art, we will be creating our own ‘Bog Baby’ using clay and materials we have found on our school walk. We will also create a habitat for the ‘Bog Baby’ to live in. We be exploring a variety of sculptures, which will lead on to a study of the artist Andy Goldsworthy. 


This half term the children will be investigating the school and surrounding areas and identifying key features. We will be identifying which features are physical and human. The children will start to create their own maps considering symbols that can be used in their keys.  
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The first unit the children will cover is called ‘Hey You!’ The children will learn to clap a beat and sing in unison. They will begin to experiment with untuned instruments.
