The homework in Year one will include:





Reading


Reading is a really important part of the work that we do in Year One, as the more we read, the better writers we become. Please help your child by reading with them every day. Your child will bring home reading books, word cards and sometimes reading games. The individual reading books will be changed as required.  When reading please encourage your child to use a variety of strategies to become a confident and keen reader. 





These strategies include:


Identifying the title, front cover, author, ‘blurb’, page numbers …..


Discussing the story/information and illustrations


Using their phonics i.e. blending the sounds together


Using the illustrations


Knowledge of word cards


Leaving the unfamiliar word and reading on.





Please return your child’s reading record each day and comment on your child’s response to the book or tick so we know you have read with your child.





Homework Bags & Book


We are giving the children a homework bag and homework book.  We will set a variety of tasks that are aimed to inform or support class learning.  Please enjoy sharing these activities with your child, but ensure ultimately it is the children’s own work.





Spellings


Your child will be given up to ten spellings / sounds, please help your child to learn them. They will be given on a Monday to practice each day. Please return the sheet on a Friday. Spellings are tested each half term.





Talk Homework


Sometimes your child may get ‘talk’ homework.  This will be to help with their writing the next day.  They will not need to write anything down.





If you have any queries or concerns about your child’s homework please do not hesitate to contact us. We will talk more about this during ‘Meet the Teacher’. 








Practical Matters





Independence


Our main aim in Year One is to promote independence.  Children will be given classroom responsibilities and be expected to take care of their own things in class. Please ensure that all uniform is well labelled.





Arrival at School


Children should arrive at school from 8.45am. They will walk to their classrooms with their book bags.  





Toys & Things from Home 


We do not allow children to bring in items from home, we do not have anywhere to store them in the classroom and wouldn’t like anything to get damaged or lost. 





Milk & Fruit 


The children are encouraged to drink water regularly throughout the day and children are encouraged to bring in water bottles, taking them regularly to wash. We provide fruit at playtime and if you have ordered milk from the office, they will be given that then. Please do not send snacks in with your child. 





Physical Education


We will be having PE on a Wednesday afternoon. A PE kit is provided for your child consisting of a school t-shirt and shorts. Please provide a pair of pumps/trainers that can be kept in school ready for their lessons. 





Homework


The purpose of homework in Year One is to enable parents to be involved in working with the school to help their child. It helps to consolidate and reinforce skills and understanding developed at school, particularly in Maths and English, and supports the attitude that learning is not confined to the classroom, but that it is an open-ended and life-long activity. Please help by being actively involved in your child’s homework, encouraging your child and praising them when they have completed their homework and showing them that their work is valued. Homework will be sent home on a Thursday and will need to be returned to school the following Tuesday.
