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SCD 2 Curriculum


A series of new, exciting and engaging topics have been introduced throughout school.  These topics form the basis for teaching and learning and encompass most areas of the curriculum and Personal and Social development.  With new exciting visits planned, our topics bring your child’s learning to life. We will send home a Curriculum letter at the beginning of every half term to let you know what subjects we will be covering, important dates coming up and ways you can support your children at home. Please feel free to send in relevant resources to share with the class. 





English and maths will be taught every morning. There will also be daily spelling and reading. Science, History, Geography, Art, Design Technology, PE, Music, ICT, Spanish and RE will be taught in the afternoon along with personal, social and communication skills. The children will follow the curriculum of their mainstream classes especially during the afternoon. Homework will be set by your child’s mainstream class teacher. 





This year we are focusing on the holistic development of the children as this has a direct impact on their academic development. We will be doing daily relaxation which allows the children to focus and get ready to learn. The ALERT Programme helps the children identify their emotions and activities that can help them self-regulate and make themselves feel “Just right”. Weekly peer massage sessions help children further develop their social and communication skills as well as meeting their sensory needs. We will be completing Sensory Circuits on a Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday Morning and this will help the children meet their sensory needs as well as preparing them for learning.

The homework in SCD 2 will include:


Reading


Reading is a still an important part of the work that we do in SCD 2, as the more we read, the better writers we become. Please help your child by encouraging them to read every day. The individual and home reading books will be changed as appropriate.


As well as reading to decode it is important in SCD 2 that your child reads for understanding and pleasure. However fluent their reading may be it is important to discuss what your child has read. Some questions could be:


Can you tell anything about the book before you start reading? How do you know?


• What has happened so far?


• What do you think might happen next? Why?


• How would you like the story to end?


• Where is the story set?


• Who are the characters? Who do you like? Dislike? Why?


Which word did you not understand? (Look it up in a dictionary or online)


Please return your child’s book bag each day and comment on your child’s response to the book or tick so we know your child has read.





Learning Logs


We are giving the children a homework log book.  We will set a variety of topic, Maths and English tasks that are aimed to inform or support class learning.  





Spellings


Your child will be given up to ten spellings / sounds, please help your child to learn them. They will be given on a Friday, to be tested the following Friday. 





Speaking and Listening Homework


Sometimes your child may get ‘talk’ homework.  This will be to help with their learning the next day or develop their communication skills.  They will not need to write anything down.





Times Tables


It is important that your child continues to learn all their times table as well as being secure with the 2x, 5x and 10x tables previously taught.

Practical Matters





Independence


Our main aim in SCD 2 is developing social and communication skills and promoting independence and resilience. Children will be given classroom responsibilities and be expected to take care of their own things in class. Please ensure that all uniform is well labelled. Children will be supported to have a go at new activities and to persevere, without being afraid of making mistakes. All of our lessons will be focused on child centred learning encouraging students to become more independent and confident in their own abilities.





Toys & Things from Home 


We do not allow children to bring in items from home, we do not have anywhere to store them in the classroom and wouldn’t like anything to get damaged or lost. 





Snacks


The children are encouraged to drink water regularly throughout the day and we encourage the children to have water bottles. In KS2 children can bring fruit in as a snack. 





Physical Education


We will be having PE on a Monday afternoon; your child will need PE pumps and trainers for PE. PE will be taught by our specialist sports coach ,Mr Mounsey. Long hair must be tied back and jewellery removed.





Homework


The purpose of homework in SCD 2 is to enable parents to be involved in working with the school to help their child. It helps to consolidate and reinforce skills and understanding developed at school, particularly in Maths and English, and supports the attitude that learning is not confined to the classroom, but that it is an open-ended and life-long activity.
